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Proportion of population with safely

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Proportion of population with safely managed 
sanitation (onsite only) by city (84 cities) 
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Proportion of population with safely managed 
sanitation (offsite only) by city (84 cities) 
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Asia & Pacific SFD: 48 cities (population 51 million)
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Sub-Saharan Africa SFD: 26 cities (population 31 million)
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SFDs Worldwide
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Summary

o City SFD helps identify where interventions 

required and priorities

o Provides a snapshot of current situation, therefore 

important to understand context

o Supporting advocacy at city, national and regional 

level, including global sector initiatives (eg JMP)

o Methodology established, focus now on increasing 

use and therefore larger database
